was created in 2015 in Vistancia, Arizona.
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Originally from Paris, France, | have lived in the
United States since 1986. Making my home in Ar-
izona, my favorite photographic locations include
Navajoland, where | lived for 7 years, the Grand
Canyon and the rugged canyonland wilderness
of Southern Utah and Northern Arizona.

The choice of which camera I use is based on my
vision for each image. In the past | have worked
with 4x5 and 35 mm. Currently | work with 35
mm occasionally and with medium format digi-
tal primarily. Because the majority of my work is
printed large, and because of the quality require-
ments of Fine Art, | favor large and medium for-
mat cameras.
